TO VOTE! 

This fall, voters will elect Virginia 
General Assembly candidates —
and in some areas — “down-
ballot” offices. The deadline to 
register is Monday, Oct. 16. 

 

 

 Who is eligible to register? 

 Must be a U.S. citizen. 
 Must be a resident of Virginia. 
 Must be 18 on or before the 

next election (e.g., 17-year- 
olds born on or before Nov. 7, 
2005 can register today). 

 Not be registered and plan to 
vote in another state.
